Eleven Straight Non-Losing Preseasons
The Jets have not had a losing preseason since

1996 (1-3), the year prior to both Mike Tannenbaum’s

arrival and Eric Mangini’s first stint with the team.

Since that time, the Jets have produced eight win-

ning preseasons, including 4-0 records in 1997 and

2002, and three preseasons with a .500 mark. Coach

Mangini is 6-3 in his third preseason. What follows

is the year-by-year preseason and regular season

records from 1997-2007:

After the Jets lost Pro Bowler Justin Miller for the

season, the team turned to second-year running

back Leon Washington, who was named the team’s

Most Valuable Player. His 2007 accomplishments:

■ Washington returned a Jets-record three kickoffs

for touchdowns  – a 98-yard kickoff return for a

touchdown vs. MIA (9/23); a 98-yarder at NYG

(10/7) and an 86-yard return on the opening kick-

off vs. WAS (11/4). He finished fourth in the NFL

at 27.5 per kickoff return, returning five kicks for

49-or-more yards. 

■ The second-year man from Florida State pulled

off a 33-yard punt return in overtime to set up

Mike Nugent’s game-winning 38-yard field goal

vs. PIT (11/18).  

■ He scored three rushing touchdowns, including

two at MIA (12/2). He took a direct snap 18 yards

in the first quarter and capped the scoring with a

12-yard run late in the fourth. 

■ He led the Jets with 57 yards rushing on four car-

ries at NE (12/16), including a 49-yard run, the

longest by a Jet in two years (Curtis Martin, 49, at

BUF, 10/16/05).  

■ He accumulated 353 yards rushing (71 carries,

5.0), 213 yards receiving (36 receptions, 5.9),

1,291 yards on kick returns and 183 yards on punt

returns (9.2).

He has 11 postseason ap-

pearances, seven division titles, four NFC Champi-

onship games and two Super Bowls, including a

victory in Super Bowl XXXI. A three-time Associated

Press Most Valuable Player (1995, 1996, 1997), he

threw for 4,155 yards and 28 touchdowns in 2007,

completing a career-high 66.5 percent of his passes. 

#5 Brett Ratliff

Spent 2007 on the Jets practice squad. He threw for

2,796 yards and 23 touchdowns at Utah.  In the first

preseason game at Cleveland, he threw for 252

yards on 14-of-20 passing, including scoring passes

of 70 and 71 yards to David Clowney. His 145.8

passer rating is the best in the NFL this preseason.

#39 Jehuu Caulcrick

Rookie free agent from Michigan St. rushed for 2,336

yards and 39 touchdowns.  In the first preseason

game at Cleveland, he had two carries for eight

yards and two receptions for eight yards.

#22 Jesse Chatman

Signed as an unrestricted free agent on March 11,

the five-year veteran rushed for a career-high 515

yards for the Dolphins in 2007. 

#20 Thomas Jones

Registered 1,119 yards rushing (10th in the NFL) on

310 carries (fifth in the NFL) in 2007, the third con-

secutive 1,000-yard season in his eight-year career.

(Opening Statement): “I want to apologize for the interview that I did the other day where you asked me what

was going on and I couldn’t give you the answers. Now you can see there is an answer to what the ques-

tions were last week. We’ve got Brett Favre as a new member of the Jets. We went through this process for

the same reason we’ve been running the team all along with Mike (Tannenbaum) and Eric (Mangini), to try

to improve this team each and every year. I just want to say it was difficult with Chad (Pennington) because

Chad came at the same time I did and we owe Chad a lot of gratitude for the dedication for his dogged, team-

oriented persistence even in light of all the adversity that we had in some years. He was always concentrated

and always a good teammate so thanks to Chad. Today we’re here to talk about what we’re going to be doing

going forward so I’d like to toss it over to Mike and he can describe what has happened the last 24 hours.”

Mike Tannenbaum

(Opening Statement): “Thanks Woody. I don’t have much more to add since the last time we spoke. I don’t

know if we’ve gotten a chance to sleep since that time. It is a bittersweet moment. We have released Chad.

I have spoken to him, Eric has spoken to him and Mr. Johnson has spoken to him and again, on the record,

I have all the respect in the world for Chad and what he’s done on the field as well as off the field. He’s a

good player and a great person, he’s done a lot of great things for our organization and I wish him nothing

but the best. Fundamentally, the decision was made between Eric, myself, and Mr. Johnson from a stand-

point that if this opportunity presented itself, we felt we were getting good play at the quarterback position.

We felt this was a good opportunity to improve that and that’s why we went ahead and made the decision.

We did a luminous amount of research on Brett as a player but also as a person and making sure we thought

he could fit in the locker room. We were extremely comfortable not just with what he did on the field, but as

importantly, what he did off the field and what he stands for. We are happy. We are excited. We’re really glad

he’s a member of this team. I can say on (Brett Favre’s) behalf that I think we’re all looking forward to get-

ting past this stuff and going out there and playing some football.”

Brett Favre 

(Opening Statement) “Thanks Mike and Mr. Johnson. The last 24 hours have been crazy. Really the last

three weeks and this whole offseason has been bizarre or whatever you want to call it, but it is what it is. I

am a member of the Jets. I am excited about it. I’m excited about the opportunity, and no one works as hard

as this man right here (Mike Tannenbaum). I was told by numerous people to at least talk to Mike over the

last month and, as I told him today, the only reason that I wouldn’t talk to him up until 24 hours ago was be-

cause I knew how I’d be convinced once I talked to him. Did I ever think this scenario would present itself?

No. Am I excited about the opportunity? Yes. I’ve had a great career in Green Bay. That goes without say-

ing. The things that have happened there this offseason, in my opinion, are over and done with. I wish them

well. I will use their term—we’re moving forward. I hope that I play at the level that I’ve always played at.

There’s no guarantees, there’s never been any guarantees for me. The game of football is just that and any-

thing can happen, but I’ll bring the leadership and durability. I’m a little bit out of shape compared to all the

other guys, but I’m so excited about this opportunity and I’ll tell you, my family and everyone involved has

just been treated unbelievably by this organization. I’ve never looked forward to doing a conditioning test as

much as I have at this point (joking). I’m so tired of doing interviews and talking about this or talking about

that. Tomorrow, hopefully, the mad rush is over and we can get that conditioning test at noon tomorrow. I’m

looking forward to that (joking) and we go on. The most important thing in this whole process is the guys in

that locker room. I know some of these guys by name, Bubba Franks I played with and know personally, but

I really don’t know these guys and they don’t know me. I think when they get to know me they’ll like me and

they’ll like the way I play and they’ll figure out that I’ll do whatever it takes to win and it’s about the team. I

hope after today and tomorrow that the distractions are at a minimum. It’s ok to have attention as long as

it’s based on this team and I’m just one man, one of 53, so we’ll see what happens and I’m excited about

the opportunity.”

Transcript - Favre Introduction



(On the fans moving on) “I can’t answer that for them, all I can say is I’ve always wanted to be a Packer. I

think I always will be a Packer. Sixteen years is hard to forget for everyone and I’d like to think that those

16 years, people will say ‘it’s the best 16 years I’ve ever watched.’ It was a lot of fun for me. I think it was

made clear this offseason that they were moving forward. Some things happened in between that and that’s

okay and it’s time for me to move on. I had forgotten that I had been traded 17 or 18 years ago and what

that process was like. It’s a little bit different scenario now but I’m really excited. It’s refreshing, not that I

needed that. I think to the fans, I would say ‘continue to be Brett Favre fans.’ There may be some who say

‘no.’ And for those people, maybe they were not die-hard Brett Favre fans to begin with. Packer fans are

Packer fans, there’s a 40,000 or more waiting list for a reason and that will continue. It’s a great tradition.

I’m thankful that I was a part of it. I’m not a traitor. I never will be. It’s a business and that’s the way it works.

I gave everything I possibly could give while I was there and I don’t think people will question that and I

hope that the Jet fans see the same thing and so I hope I continue to have fans all over, that’s what we play

for.”

(On if No. 4 will be retired in Green Bay) “I hadn’t really thought about it. I’m sure it will at some point but

you know what, they talk about statues they talk about having streets (named after you). I’m not just talking

about me, you hear that throughout sports, that’s not what it’s about with me. It’s like records I gained at

Southern Mississippi. I look back and my experience there is much more important than the records and

when and if that ever happens, great. I don’t need a jersey retired, a statue or a street named after me or

anything like that for people to remember me, for me to feel like I’ve done something. I think the way I’ve

played, the way I’ve handled myself is the most important thing, and I think it will be postponed for a while.”

(On why he wouldn’t talk to Mike Tannenbaum until 24 hours ago) “I’ll tell you exactly why. The decision or

decisions that were made this whole offseason, right or wrong, I knew I was going to be faced with another

tough one, whereas if you’re dealing with one team, the decision is easy. (James) Bus (Cook) would say ‘at

least talk to him.’ Several other people in this room said the same thing, ‘talk to him.’ I told Bus that if I talk

to him that we’re going to be scratching our heads saying ‘now what do we do?’ I knew I would be con-

vinced. Jon Gruden, I tip my hat to him too. It was a long time ago when we were working together but he

sold me as well. There’s nothing more to it than that. I knew it would make it a real tough decision. Mike (Tan-

nenbaum) is a worker, I woke up this morning and the trigger was pulled.”

(On how he was convinced to come to New York) “I was never not interested in the Jets. I think my interest

at first, I’m sure as we all know, was to stay within our division. Maybe that was a little bit of a vindictive na-

ture or competitive nature or whatever. I think in the end that was probably the wrong motive and I realized

that was not going to happen. That’s only one or two games a year playing against your old team so you

still have a lot more to play. It had nothing to do with other teams. I look at the talent level and believe me,

I heard it from (Mike Tannenbaum). I was sent everything about the Jets you can imagine, it was sent to my

house and he told me everything I needed to know. He was convincing, I knew this team had a lot of talent.

I knew they struggled last year and he went out and worked his tail off. I know he’s worn out. He’s relieved

now but I know at the end of the season he’s going to be more relieved. There came a point when I realized

my initial thoughts were not going to come true, that I had to look elsewhere. I haven’t played in New York.

I’m a south Mississippi boy. (Mike) came to my place today and he saw it’s a little bit different, it’s a little laid

back. I know how tough it can be and I know how great it can be in New York city. Am I ready to face it, han-

dle it and deal with it? I think so. I think it’s a great opportunity.”

(On being on a big stage in New York) “Kind of like the last month? (joking). Green Bay is a small market

but is there a bigger team? I’ve been in front of a lot of media. I’ve been in big games. I’ve won big games.

I’ve lost big games. I’ve had my share of criticism and glory. This is unique. I haven’t faced anything like this.

I don’t know anyone in this locker room and to a certain degree I really don’t know what I’m getting in to. I’m

talking about it from a team standpoint. What can I do in a short amount of time to get this team where we

want to go and get myself ready? It doesn’t matter what city it’s in. I’m here for one reason, not to do com-

mercials, Broadway, all those things. I’m here to help the Jets win, that’s why they got me.
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(On how he will get himself ready) “You have to dive into it. The only way you’re going to know these guys,

know how they play, know the coaches is to be in meetings, is to go to practice. Now I’d be kidding myself

if I thought after the second day I wouldn’t be walking on eggshells, my feet will be hurting, shoulder will be

hurting, all the fun things about camp. That is the way you build chemistry. To me the most important aspect

of winning is chemistry. You can have the best players possible, but it doesn’t guarantee you wins. Chem-

istry, how you play together and I think the Giants are a good example of that. They started off shaky last

year with the same guys. The chemistry got better and they got better. We’re up against the clock. I want

these guys to know me, know what I’m about, how I play, what type of leadership I have. I’m not going to

call team meetings, I’m not going to ‘rah-rah,’ I’m going to do what I have to do, pat guys on my back, hug

them, pick them up off the ground and hope they do the same for me and hope that’s enough to win.”

(On why things went bad in Green Bay) “That’s a good question. I think we’re probably both at fault. I’m not

going to sit here and blame it all on one side or the other. A lot of things happened this offseason, a lot of

shocking things. I think we’re both at fault. Who is at fault more? It’s a matter of opinion but I really think at

this point it’s irrelevant. They probably are tired of talking about it. I know it’s great for the media, it’s a great

soap opera but I’ve got a lot of respect for the guys in Green Bay. I said last year and I said the year before

that, that is was probably the most talented team I’d ever played on and everybody thought I was crazy. I

still think the same. I think they have as good a chance as anyone in this league of getting back to not only

where they were but to the Super Bowl. I had a lot of fun with those guys, the coaching staff. We had some

differences between myself and a couple other people. But you know what? There’s nothing like Green Bay

fans. That team is going to be good with or without me and it really serves no purpose to continue talking

about it. I know people will try to fuel the fire throughout the season, but once again, I’m here for one rea-

son and that’s to help the Jets win. I don’t think they need to be asked questions about it. I hope that they

are left alone so they can deal with what they have to deal with. The same thing for Green Bay, at some point

it has to be let go.”
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On his reaction to his first practice as a Jet…

It’s exciting. That’s how it felt all week. Really, I’m a rookie again. I don’t know if that’s good or bad. Being

in the same system, being in the same place for so long, obviously you get used to your routine, you get used

to guys. Of course, they come and go and you say, “oh guys come and go.” This was obviously different.

I’m not going to sit here and tell you that I have this offense down, that I know every guy in the locker room,

that they know me or the routine. I’m just kind of following. That’s different. I think the guys see the little bit

they’ve got to be around me and see my personality, that I’m easy going, hopefully will be fun to work with

throughout the whole year. I’m not surprised by the response from the fans; it’s great. There’s been a lot of

ups and downs not only the last week but the last couple of months. I think everyone was kind of ready to

just get on to football. I was overly excited as I started practicing; I’m going to pay for it tomorrow (laughs).

I feel rough. 

On the expectations of playing in New York… 

The expectations are obviously great here, that goes without saying. But they were in Green Bay as well,

there wasn’t near as many people, but those people throughout Wisconsin, they’d come to accept winning

– a lot of tradition. I think you can read more into it than there really is. Bottom line is playing, no matter how

good or how bad, you can’t really be affected by things you can’t control. That’s kind of the way I’ve han-

dled my whole career. Just do what I can do, and not really get caught up in all the other stuff. Here in New

York, I’m sure that can be a lot tougher. 

On how he decided he wanted to play again…

I never, at any point, thought I never wanted to play. They wanted an answer at that time, no one held a gun

to my head, but I was honest. At that time, I was not 100 percent committed. I knew a month later, I may be.

I didn’t know, but I knew there was a good chance I would want to play again. 

On if there was a turning point in making the decision…

Just time. There were some times in practice today I was wondering if I made the right move (smile). I knew

it would be rough today. I would try to go through every rep and learn the offense in one day. The bottom

line is it’s still football; this is the tough stuff you have to go through. For me, it will only get tougher because

I’m a little bit behind these guys. Throughout the offseason, I don’t know if there was one particular moment

or day I said I don’t want to play. 

On if he has a sense that he never really retired…

That seems like so long ago. It seems like a dream. 

On his impressions of the team…

What I thought when I came in I think was true. There are some very talented players, very good mix of vet-

erans as well as some young guys. A little bit different from the last couple of years (than) what I’m used to.

Veteran offensive line, couple of young guys up there.  They’ve only been together for a couple of months

but they seem like they’ve gelled. To be totally honest with you, I didn’t know the Jets were 4-12 last year

until I got up here. I was surprised by that. Of course, (Green Bay was) 4-12 a few years back as well. I like

the guys, I like the coaching staff, I like Eric’s (Mangini) approach. It’s an easygoing approach, get your work

done. It just relies on you being a professional. For me, I’m a few weeks behind as far as practice is con-

cerned. I’m also 38 years old so I’m a little bit behind there too. My arm feels fine. It will be tired tomorrow,

it will be sore because there’s no substitute for actually getting in a game-type situation, putting the pads on.

It’s the first time I’ve put the pads on since the (New York) Giants game. It was warm. I didn’t want to look

too bad so I tried to put as much into it as I could, and I’ll pay for it tomorrow, but I’ll be okay. 

On what he expects from the New York area…   

I guess when I figure that out, I’ll tell you. Right now, I’ve been here a few days. There’s nothing more for

me to do but try to get this offense down, get acclimated to the guys and the system. That will take awhile

and that will be tough. So far, it’s been great. 
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On if he could script out everything that’s happened over the past few months like a movie…

I don’t want to get trapped into saying anything (laughs). Is that like a trick question, or a prediction or some-

thing? I and this team would come out being victorious. I hope at the end of the season, I really do, that I

feel like I made the right decision. I hope the Jets fans and the people throughout the NFL world feel like I

made the right decision. At this point, I think it was the right decision. I’d love to win the Super Bowl, I would

have loved to have gone and won it last year. I could say that for a lot of years. As I said yesterday and the

day before, my intentions are to help this team win. I can’t make any guarantees; I’m not going to make any

guarantees. All I can say is I’ll do my best and hopefully that’s enough. Whatever happens, happens. 

On how comfortable he is learning the offense…

I’d be foolish to think opening day I would know this offense like I’ve known the offense that I’ve been in the

past. I’ve always felt like in any offense or defense throughout the NFL, there’s way too much volume; the

coaches have way too much free time (laughs). All I’m saying with that is you don’t have to have 1,000 plays

to be successful. You have to run five or 10 of them very well. Bottom line is you run 70 plays in a game,

you repeat half of those. We’ll condense it down, they’re throwing everything at me right now. I’m trying to

digest it. It’s a little overwhelming if you let it be. I was really surprised that today I was as effective as I was.

I’m not saying that I was good. I’m just saying that I was able to take a snap, call a play, we were able to

break a huddle, and I was able to complete passes in some sort of rhythm. It’s been difficult; it’s a pretty dif-

ficult offense to learn. I’m sure the one that I had been in for 16 years had been difficult too. It will take some

time, but I think we’ll be fine. 

On facing Chad Pennington and the Miami Dolphins in Week One…

I think every time I’ve faced Chad, I’ve lost. He’s played extremely well. I hope this time it is different (laughs).

We played them here, they had to win, I can’t remember if it was 2002 or 2003. They had to win, it was a

weird situation. They were watching the scoreboard; he played outstanding. In Green Bay a couple of years

ago, he played outstanding. I have nothing but the highest regard for Chad. (He is an) extremely bright guy.

The knock on him was his arm wasn’t that strong. So what? I can throw it through a wall, but I don’t win every

game I play in. It doesn’t matter. He’s very effective. I haven’t heard one person say anything about him neg-

atively. (He is a) high character guy, a lot of class. I’d just like to beat the guy for a change (laughs). 
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Opening statement…

I guess the word’s out how much better my press conferences are.  Good to see.  (Laughter) We placed Brad

Kassell on injured reserve.  It’s his right knee.  And we signed offensive tackle Thaddeus Coleman.  The other

news is with A.J. Schable.  He’s going to be fine.  We’re going to monitor him the next couple of days to make

sure that everything is progressing the way we need it to progress. That was really good news.  And he did fly

back with the team that night. 

In terms of today, what we’re doing is we’re following our normal installation schedule.  And the nice thing about

the setup that we have, with the addition of Brett (Favre), is our installation schedule always goes 

first and second down, then it goes third down the next day, then goes to red area.  So it follows the normal game

week.  So in terms of his learning, he can really focus on the first and second down stuff today, moving to the

third down stuff tomorrow and then the red area stuff that afternoon.  So it’s segmented to be designed the

same way game week is, and it also helps for someone new coming in to be able to segment it as well. 

On whether he is prepared to name a starting quarterback…

I did the other night. (Laughter)

On how realistic it is for Favre to learn the offense quickly…

I think it’s very realistic and we will cater the program and the learning.  He’s been working incredibly hard.  Ob-

viously, he has a busy schedule.  Him, Brian Daboll and Brian Schottenheimer have been spending a lot of time

(together), and we’ll take it in chunks.  With training camp, you don’t ever use all the stuff from training camp in

any given game.  You may use 10 or 15 percent of the playbook and during the course of the week, you are

also focused on that 10 or 15 percent.  I think it’s very realistic for him to be able to learn what he needs to know.

On the biggest challenge for Favre to get acclimated to the team…

It’s all brand new.  He is trying to learn everybody’s name.  He is trying to figure out where the cafeteria is, and

the dorm rooms and all that other stuff.  It’s a little bit like being a rookie again in that sense.  The nice thing is

he has so many years of experience to draw on in terms of the football part of it. A lot of things can be related

to concepts he already knows and it’s a good group of guys in the locker room.  I think it’s a really good build-

ing and everybody will help him along with the process.

On whether he will test Favre on his teammates’ names…

You know we met yesterday, and had our honest time and he is under the same rules as the rest of the team.

That’s what he wants.  That’s what I liked about him when I talked to him early in the process.  He is not look-

ing to be any different than any of the other guys and I recognize that it is different.  It is unique.  But he’s unique

in that sense too.  He’s a regular guy.

On whether Favre is the final piece to the puzzle…

As I talked to the team when we first made the trade, this is just one element of it.  How we’re going to do as a

team is going to be dependent on how all 53 guys do, how the 45man roster does and how 

collectively we make strides through camp.  You can add one person, but there’s no magic formula.  There’s

no magic dust.  It’s going to take a team effort.  He won’t be playing the kickoff team.  He won’t be on kickoff

return.  We still have to cover those.  He is not going to stop the run.  He is not going to play in the red area.

Well, he will offensively, but not defensively.

On how many functional practices he will have before the first game…

You know, I haven’t even done that math.

On whether 17 practices was an accurate number and if that would be enough to prepare him for the

first game…

Seventeen times however many years experience he has will probably grade it up.

On whether some of the players are in awe of Favre or call him “Mr. Favre”…

I haven’t heard any “Mr. Favre”.  I don’t think he would allow anybody to call him Mr. Favre or he would give
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them a really hard time if they did.  His goal, and our goal and my goal is for him to just fit in like anybody else.

And it is different.  I’m not saying it’s not.  But, he’s part of the team, and that’s what he wants.  That’s what we

want.  That’s really how we’re proceeding.

On being called a “controlling” coach…

Really ?  By you?  (Laughter.)  Or by who?

On the fact that anyone may call him a controlling coach…

So hurtful.  (Laughter.)

On how his coaching style will mesh with Favre’s style of play…

Going to Wesleyan, I’m very open to new ideas, new thinking, free spirits, that type of thing (smiling). I think the

key thing is for us to be able to operate successfully. He does some things on instinct. There are some things

that, as a coach, you don’t want to coach him out of a good play. You don’t want to out-coach a guy’s instincts.

Rodney Harrison, when he first got to New England, I remember we had it drawn up one way and he went

down and I said, “Why did you do that; that’s not what we talked about.” He said, “I just knew.” I said, “Well

okay; when you stop knowing then we’ll do it the other way.” But it worked, and when it’s working, you don’t

want to mess that up.

On whether Favre will get more leeway…

The two Bretts are going to be radically different.  (First-year quarterback) Brett Ratliff is going to do it one way,

and Brett Favre will get a little more leeway.

On Chad Pennington…

In terms of Chad, first of all I thanked him for all he did.  I thanked him for the help he gave me both professionally

and personally.  I really respect him in both those arenas.  I want Chad to be successful.  He’s a good person.

He’s a classy person.  He was a great teammate and I really wish him the best.

On whether he tried to trade Pennington…

We don’t talk about any of those internal matters, and I hope you can respect that.  My conversation with Chad

was more about the situation and we had a great conversation.

On Pennington playing for a division rival…

He’s a good player, and we’re going to face a lot of good players.  He definitely has some insight in the things

that we do, but we’re a very game-plan specific team.  The things they present offensively are going to be, I

imagine, different than what we’ve seen in the past.  In terms of what they’re doing defensively, it’s the first

game of the season.  Some of that’s touch-and-go anyway because you don’t really know what to expect out

of the box.

On whether his game plan will be affected against Miami since Pennington knows the offense…

Players go different places all the time, and there’s definitely an element that you have to be more conscious

of-code words and things like that but, Victor Hobson is in New England. He knows certain things and players.

We get players from conference opponents and you try to gather information.  I’m sure they will. We always do.

It’s not abnormal to do that.  You still have to be able to recognize it and adjust to it.

On the last time he was across the field from Favre…

It happened, I think once in New England.  I can’t remember.  I think we lost.  Then it happened my first year

(here).  We did all right there (35-10 victory).

On whether the addition of Favre diversifies the rushing and passing game on offense…

I think that he has a very strong arm, a very live arm.  He can make all the throws.  He can make some things

happen that may not have been possible.  So that opens up some things offensively and it adds some addi-

tional pressure to the defense. You’re always trying, offensively, to force the defense to cover the whole field,
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both horizontally and vertically. He adds both of those elements.

On the offensive line…

I thought that offensively, both the first group and the second group the other night did a really nice job.  They

didn’t have any quarterback sacks.  There were pretty limited quarterback pressures.  That was very positive.

I thought the play-action stuff that we did was very effective, and it was effective because we were able to do

some positive things in the running game. I really like Bill Callahan a lot and the work he’s done with that group.

With Alan (Faneca), Damien (Woody) in there and Brandon Moore, you have a nice veteran presence.  I think

that D’Brickashaw (Ferguson) has had an excellent offseason 

and he’s gotten a lot stronger, and I see a lot of improvement in his technique.  His overall strength, I’d say is

probably the biggest difference and then Nick (Mangold) continues to make strides.  He is a really bright guy

so line calls and working with that group, it’s making a lot of progress.

On whether Favre’s throws will be limited during training camp…

We’ll monitor it.  I’m not sure exactly what the procedure was in Green Bay in terms of offseason or inseason.  

He’s had some good rest here physically until today, so he should be pretty fresh.

On whether he wants to be integrated with his teammates in the locker room…

I honestly don’t know what happened in anybody else’s locker room (smiling).  I haven’t seen his locker in ours.

I’m sure it’s just with all the rest of them.

On being younger than Favre…

Really, I’ve had that my whole career.

On whether Favre being older affects the player-coach relationship…

A coach is a coach is a coach.  When I was a DB coach, Otis (Smith), he was significantly older.  Defensive

coordinator, there were guys older than me there and I think that’s a good thing.  I don’t mind getting older,

but it’s not bad to have a player that’s older.  And you got T. Rich (Tony Richardson) in there.  I’m not even

sure who is older between those two guys (Favre).  You know the three of us can hang out and talk about

high school (smile).

On Favre’s role in preseason games…

It will be consistent with the philosophy that we have in the preseason.  The key thing is just preparing him and

getting him the reps with the first group.  He’ll get the reps here in practice.  He’ll get the reps in the preseason

games.  We’re going to work as hard as we can to get him up to speed.  Like I said, he has a lot to draw on.

On whether he’ll stay with the same rotation for the fourth preseason game…

I haven’t really looked at the fourth preseason game yet.  I don’t anticipate changing much, but I mean I could.

On Favre’s conditioning…

He passed the conditioning run yesterday.  That’s always good news.  We’ve had some guys here this year that

are a lot younger and didn’t, but he did.  That’s usually the gauge that we use.

On Favre’s schedule today…

(Laughter) I can see how these press conferences are going to go for the next month.  I’m not sure what he had

for breakfast.  (Laughter) He got here before the team meeting, I think it was like a halfhour, or

45 minutes before. He spent some time with Brian Daboll and Brian Schottenheimer and then he went through

a normal day like everybody else. He was here relatively late last night doing some work.  I know he is a big

crossword puzzle fan, so they installed it.  I had Erin (O’Brien) buy one of those crossword puzzle makers and

put the test form into a crossword puzzle.  He did pretty well on it.  It was a push.  He didn’t hit the over.

On going into this season with a lot of pressure…

Is that right? (Smiling) Great.  I didn’t realize that. I found, being in this quiet media market in New York, there’s

never really been a microscope on me before, so it’s been hard to adjust to. (Laughter)
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On his approach under pressure…

Our approach is the same.  I know this is hard to believe, but we do try to win every week.  We were trying to

win last year. We were trying to win the first year and we’re trying to win this year. The way we’re going to get

to that is going to be different each season. Sometimes it’s with more free agents, sometimes it’s with more draft

picks. You are trying to put together the best team.  This is one element of the team. Once you have the group

together, then its building cohesiveness, it’s building the chemistry. It’s building the ability to operate effectively

as a unit.  Nobody can do it on their own.  Everybody has to work in coordination with each other to be suc-

cessful.

On building chemistry when improvising with the wide receivers…

We won’t practice that.  (Laughter) But with any quarterback, there’s understanding the throws that he makes,

the speed of the ball.  The quarterback understanding each receiver’s strengths and weaknesses and under-

standing the nuances.  So there’s the play, the way the play’s drawn up, but each person is going to run that

pattern a little differently.  Each quarterback is going to throw that route a little bit differently.  That is something

that you get use to and it’s a process of getting use to it.

On how long it takes to build chemistry…

I’m blazing new ground here. I don’t know what the timetable is.

On whether Favre will start on Saturday night…

Yes.

On Vernon Gholston’s progress…

He’s like a rookie who missed all of OTAs and came into camp late.  There’s a lot of information being thrown

at him, and he’s playing a new position. So there’s thinking, and there is processing. You saw that in the game

against Cleveland, where the play is happening and he’s processing it, but there’s a little bit of a delay.  It’s like

the old Commodore 64, you know.  We need to get him faster.  He’s working on it and he’s a good kid.  He’s

working at it.  It’s going take some time. It takes time with all of these rookies.  (Dustin) Keller is a little bit fur-

ther ahead.  But with him, he’s been here longer; he’s gotten more reps.  He’s been able to spend more time

with the group. But both those guys, I’ve liked their approach. Each guy is going to develop differently.

On what he is most looking forward to with Favre on the team…

I hadn’t really put together my wish list.  I mean, we brought him in to help us be as effective as possible and

help us win games. But it’s not an autographed jersey or anything like that (smiling).

On whether he is more excited than he appears…

(Laughter)  So funny.  Usually you call me “Mr. Excitement” and now you are taking this dig.  (Laughter) Am I

too monotone?  Should I have a top hat on? (Joking) I don’t know.  I didn’t get any noise makers.  I didn’t do

anything.  There were no balloons.  We’re adding him and now we got to work.

On whether he is excited from a football standpoint…

Yeah, I’m excited to see him get in there with the group and get moving, and see how it’s all going to fit together.

We have a plan in place, and usually I transition pretty quickly from the acquisition to the plan.  Mike (Tannen-

baum) can have a couple Margaritas (laughing), but we’re going to go (to work).

On his childhood memories of Favre (joke)…

There are so many (smiling).  We didn’t get a lot of Green Bay games where I was.  I watched a little more

(Roger) Staubach than Brett at the time.
